Notes to Tables C1 & C3

The data are taken from the Tenant Services Authority’s Regulatory and Statistical Return (RSR), Part Ib, and cover housing association rent levels as at 31 March 2009. These tables include data from all housing associations that completed the long version of the RSR and made a valid return.
 (In general those HAs that own or manage 1,000 or more dwellings and/or bedspaces, including shared ownership dwellings, complete the long version of the RSR.) 

All figures are for supported housing and/or housing for older people as at 31 March 2009. 

All rents are expressed in £s per week.

Net rent is the average for all stock before service charges are applied.

The service charge (‘s.chg’) is that service charge which is eligible for Housing Benefit. The service charge is the average for all stock that has a service charge.

The gross rent figure is derived by recalculating the service charge to produce the average for all stock (including stock that has no service charge) and then adding it to the average net rent (i.e., it is not derived by simply adding the service charge column figure to the net rent column figure). 

n1 gives the total quantity of stock for which average net rents have been reported.

Target rent is the average for all stock for which target rents have been reported. Not all HA properties have been allocated a target rent because of permitted deferment of rent restructuring in specific cases. The target rent is the net rent level (at current prices) to be met by the end of the ten-year rent-restructuring implementing period in 2012. However, some supported housing developed with high levels of private finance and meeting certain criteria are excluded from the rent restructuring framework (see Tenant Services Authority Circular 05/03).

n2 gives the total quantity of stock for which target rents have been reported.

The data are taken from the Tenant Services Authority’s Regulatory and Statistical Return (RSR), Part H2, and cover housing association rent levels as at 31 March 2009. The table includes data from all housing associations that completed the long version of the RSR, made a valid return, and had one or more stocks of supported housing and/or housing for older people.
 (In general those HAs that own or manage more than 1,000 dwellings and/or bedspaces, including shared ownership dwellings, complete the long version of the RSR.) 

All figures are gross rents for supported housing and/or housing for older people as at 31 March 2009. 

The gross rents are expressed in £s per week.

The gross rent figure is derived by recalculating the service charge to produce the average for all stock (including stock that has no service charge) and then adding it to the average net rent (i.e., it is not derived by simply adding the service charge to the net rent).
